	Description of content:  This proposal would encourage the registration of new innovative pesticides, including for use on minor crops, and facilitate timely entry of competitively priced generic pesticides. This would ultimately benefit pesticide users, particularly the agricultural sector. This proposal has been designed to provide a legally enforceable and fair process of pesticide data protection. It is intended to benefit pesticide users, particularly in the agricultural sector, by encouraging the registration of new innovative and minor uses, and by facilitating the timely and predictable entry of competitively priced generic pesticides via a clear negotiation and arbitration process. More specifically, the proposal would provide 10 years of exclusive use protection for data used to support the Canadian registration of a new pesticide that contains a new active ingredient. And, by adding minor uses of significance to the original registration, the exclusive use period could be extended by up to 5 years (i.e. to a maximum of 15 years). Note: This document has also been notified under the SPS Agreement.
